Why Pray? 
1.  Prayer Changes Us

How to Build An Altar of Prayer?  
1. Set a Time and a Place to Pray 
2. Remove Distractions 
3. Start Where You Are 
4. Develop Consistency 
5. Pray Scripture 
6. Pray Different Prayers 

• Adoration: Acknowledge who God is. Worship God. 
• Confession: Repent and be honest. Be Real and Raw. 
• Thanksgiving: Thank God for the big and small things. 
• Supplication: Tell God your needs (for yourself and for others). 
• Intercession: Standing in the Gap.
