• Stones of Encounter “God met me there.” 

Memorial Stones Are Teaching Tools for the Next Generation. 

“When your children ask… then you shall tell them.” Joshua 4:21  

If you don’t preserve your testimony, the next generation will inherit your things but not your faith. 

Memorial Stones Are Taken From the Lowest Place. 

“Take twelve stones from here, out of the midst of the Jordan…” Joshua 4:3  

Don’t forget what God did for you when you were standing in the middle of something that could 
have taken you out.
